Palette will be available for $2.00 
 
Background Prep:  Design was painted on a wood file box 
from AC Moore.  Stain box inside and out with wood stain 
of your choice.  I used Miniwax English Walnut.  While the 
stain was wet, I streaked some acrylic Ivory onto the top of 
the lid and wiped over it with the same cloth I used to wipe 
down the stain.  You could achieve a similar effect by 
lightly dry brushing Ivory in streaks over the dry stain.  
Transfer the pattern and basecoat as follows:       

Ribbon  -  Ivory; line edges with Raw Sienna 
Holly Leaves  -  Shale Green 
Flowers  -  Gypsy Rose 
Mitten  -  Sandstone 
Berries  -  Gypsy Rose (basecoat after painting pine) 
Edge of Lid  -  Shale Green 
Strokework on Edge of Lid  -  Hammered Iron 
 
Transfer pattern details on ribbon, petals, leaves and mitten
