Palette:  Americana So Soft Fabric Paints     
 
Shimmering Pearls:  Baby Pink, Charcoal, Christmas Red, Imperial Gold, Magenta, 
White.  Fabric Acrylics:  Cad Yellow, Dark Burgundy, Green Apple, Hauser Dark Green, 
Hauser Light Green, Lamp Black 
 
OTHER SUPPLIES:  Shirt Board or other means of stabilizing your fabric, Masking 
tape to secure your shirt, Generals or Conte White Chalk Pencil (black or brown for light 
fabric). 
 
BRUSHES:  Soft white  bristle brushes (not stiff fabric brushes) flats #2 & #8 and a #1 
liner (this can b e a regular acrylic liner). 
 
BACKGROUND:   Design was painted on a dark blue (navy) tee shirt.  You may choose 
whatever fabric you wish, including non-wearables such as tote bags, small luggage 
pieces, etc.  Wearables should be prewashed.  If you choose a light fabric, you will need 
a dark charcoal pencil for transferring the pattern.
